Stage Makeup Supplies

Toner and Cleanser

It is important to use a toning lotion or cleanser before applying foundation.  It removes any stickiness that could disturb the makeup; tightens up the pores, which will help remove the makeup; and helps avoid spottiness.  Pimples are usually caused by nerves and the amount of adrenaline produced when performing, but can be aggravated by careless cleansing afterward.  

Products for the Eyes

Shadow:  Can come in a variety of colors and can come in crème or powder form.

Mascara:  Lengthens the eye lashes; can come in a variety of colors

Liner:  Can come in a variety of colors and comes in pencil or liquid form

Lips

Can com in  a variety of colors; usually a crème and can be applied with a tube applicator or brush

Shader and Highlighter
Powder or crème  shaders  come in assorted darkish tones.  Highlight with lighter shades.  
Lining and Shading colors give the face a three dimensional effect by providing shadows and highlights.  The highlights make areas seem larger.  The shadows make areas recede and appear smaller.  Basic liner colors are:  brown, maroon, white, blue and gray.
Rouge

Used to color the cheeks; comes in a variety of colors, can be crème or powder

Face Powder

Used to set makeup; Use the palest, but not white, professional loose translucent powder.
Foundation

Foundation is the basis of all makeup.  Women should choose a color darker than their own skin color for stage makeup, and men need a couple of shades darker than that, or the skin will look soft and feminine.  For screen/tv makeup, the foundation should be nearer your own coloring unless you are very fair.  Matching fair skin makes the face look heavy.  If you are darker skinned, never attempt to look paler, or you end up gray.  Redheads may find foundation turns orange on them – if so, use a color a couple of shades lighter.  
Application Equipment

Makeup can be applied with sponges, brushes, powder puff, fingers; Makeup can be removed with cotton balls or tissues, washcloth, face cleansing cloth.

Special Effects (FX) Equipment

Hair Color:  Temporary Spray in or Brush in Color

Crepe Hair:  fake hair used to make mustaches or beards

Stage Blood:  used to create wound effects

Scar and Nose Wax:  used to create 3 dimensional effects such as scars and cuts; can also be used to alter features

Spirit Gum:  an adhesive used to apply crepe hair and other products

Spirit Gum Remover:  used to remove spirit gum

Liquid Latex:  a type of rubber adhesive; used with prosthetics
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
