Alonso High School opened in the fall of 2001.  The principal was Dr. Sandy Bunkin.  The first theatre teacher at Alonso High School was Ms. Lisa Belcher (now Vorreiter.)  Mrs. Vorreiter came to Alonso with Dr. Bunkin from their former school, Robinson High School in south Tampa.  After directing a successful program in south Tampa for 14 years, Mrs. Vorreiter decided to tackle the challenge of starting a program from scratch at the brand new high school.  Dr. Bunkin was a huge supporter of the arts and gave her total support to building an outstanding theatre program at Alonso High School.  The school opened with a full day of theatre classes.  Each year the program has grown in numbers.  

At the time of Alonso’s inception, Mrs. Vorreiter was directing a county -wide show that involved students from many different schools.  Alonso opened up with several students on special assignment from their home schools because they wanted to be a part of this theatre department.  From the very beginning, Alonso came out of the gate earning top awards at district and state competitions.  A brief history of awards and special recognition is included in this handbook.  

During Alonso’s brief history there have been other teachers/adults who have taught full time at Alonso or who have been hired on a temporary basis to help with the Alonso Theatre Department.  These teachers include:  Mr. David Valentine, Mr. Dave Mabee, Mr. Michael Castillo, Ms. Wendy Roth, Ms. Bev Sutherland, Mr. Fadi Akhtar, Mrs. Candace Bernstein, Mr. Teryle Traver, Mr. Adam Wood, Mrs. Kathy Buck, Mrs. Tara Swartzbaugh and Ms. Sandra Sears, Mr. Scott Fulcher and Ms. Andi Sperduti.  Mrs. Vorreiter has been with the program since the beginning and has no plans of leaving.  : )

The best way for you to get involved in the theatre program is to just jump in!  Don’t stand back and be timid about volunteering, auditioning, helping out, hanging around.  

The group is very welcoming.  We encourage and appreciate new talent and energy.  If you WANT to be involved, there is nothing standing in your way!  We want you to be an active part of our program!  

The best ways to find out what’s going on?

· Check the website regularly.  Audition notices and social events are always posted on the website.

· Listen in class for notices and announcements about upcoming events.

· Listen to the morning announcements in homeroom!

· Ask people who seem to know what is going on (Mrs. V, an officer, an upper classmen)

If you want to get to know some of the students who participate in theatre, a group is always hanging around the outside of the building before school, at the stage door, or, if the door is open, on the stage.  Don’t be shy.    Introduce yourself.  Ask questions.  Make new friends.  

SOME HINTS…

· Audition for EVERYTHING.  It’s a great way to get experience.  It’s a great way to get people to know you.  It helps you get over your nerves!  

· If you don’t get cast in a play, volunteer to help out.  Ask how you can still get involved!  
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Thespian Troupe 6299 in an honors organization at Alonso High School and is a part of the International Thespian Society.  Membership is earned through participation in shows and competitions at the high school level.  You must work on at least 2 full-length productions at the school and earn at least 10 points to become a thespian.  Once you become eligible, you will receive an invitation to apply for membership.  New members are inducted once a year at our annual awards ceremony in the spring.  Members pay a one-time application fee of $50.  This fee covers your dues and any graduation awards at the end of your senior year.  Members who attain the status of honor thespian walk with honors at graduation.  

Members are required to maintain thespian membership in the following way:  

A. participation in at least one district event each school year
B. participation in at least one school production each school year
C. earning a minimum of 10 thespian points per school year
D. enrollment in at least one theatre class per year of membership
If a member fails to maintain his/her membership, he/she will be placed on probation until the requirements are met.  At this point, the member may petition to be re-instated to the troupe.  This is the sole decision of the troupe director.

A member must maintain a grade point average of at least a 2.0 to participate in Alonso theatre/thespian activities.  
 

A member must maintain a grade point average of at least 2.5 to walk with distinction at graduation.  


A member must maintain a grade point average of at least 3.5 to walk with honors at graduation.
 
Any member suspended from school for any reason will be automatically placed on probation and will only be allowed back into the troupe by petition.  This is the sole decision of the troupe sponsor.
 
All members must check the Alonso Theatre Department’s website weekly for updates and important information regarding troupe activities.  The member is responsible for accessing all information through the website.  The Alonso Theatre Department website is:  www.alonsotheatredepartment.com
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Each year our thespians compete in district and state level competitions.  You do not have to be a 

thespian to participate.  You just have to be working toward your membership to be eligible.  

There are entry fees for each of the festivals.  

District Individual Events Festival – Saturday, December 5, 2009
District One Act Play Festival – January 21 and 22, 2010
State Festival – April 7-10, 2010

Individual Events - General Rules

All individual events have a maximum time limit of five (5) minutes, except for Ensemble Acting and Technical Events as stated in the rules. If student goes over this time limit, s/he will be disqualified. 

1. THE INTRODUCTION 

A. An introduction MUST include ONLY the entrant's name(s), title of selection, troupe number and notice of asterisk material. Do not give name of school or other information. The time begins after the troupe number is said. 

B. If your piece contains material that MAY offend members of your audience, you are REQUIRED to asterisk the piece on the Individual Event Registration Form and you are REQUIRED to include in your introduction that your piece contains "material that may possibly offend" and you are REQUIRED to allow a few, brief moments for audience members, should they choose, to leave.  The asterisk must be followed by one or more of the following codes: L for adult language; S for sexual situations; D for frank talk of death; SA for substance abuse; V for violence; R for religious commentary; P for works related to prejudice or intolerance. 

C. The introduction may not be used to establish mood or define character.  The introduction is not a performance piece. 

2. The audience will make no noise after an Individual Event -- this includes applause. 

3. Students are encouraged to wear appropriate audition/rehearsal attire in all Individual Events.  
4. All material should be presented as if within the context of a full production. 

5. Props are permissible if they are USED by the actor. 

6. No sound effect or musical are allowed in any Individual event unless specified in the text of the scene. 

7. A playwright's work may NOT be re-constructed for presentation in an Individual Event.  (ie. you may not splice scenes from various parts of the play to create your own adaptation) 

8. Students may participate in no more than 3 Individual Events in addition to the One Act Event. 

9. No student may enter an event more than once. 

10. Students receiving a Superior rating at the District level are eligible to perform at the State level.  It is possible that the sponsor will be able to bring students receiving Excellents at Districts to State.  This will be determined every August and will be detailed in the registration packet.  Final selection will be the sponsor's decision. 

11. There will be a $10.00 fee for each change or cancellation made. 

12. All Individual Events presented at State Festival must be the same title and cutting, with the same participants, that received a Superior at District Festival. 

13. Prop Guns: A prop gun may be used if essential to the scene as long as it meets the following criteria: 1.  the gun prop may have no moving parts; 2.  the gun prop must have a solid filled barrel; 3. the gun prop must be in the possession of the teacher until it is actually used in the scene – the student cannot carry or transport the gun prop to the performance venue; 4. once the scene is done the gun prop must be returned immediately to the teacher. 

14. All Participants must be currently enrolled and attending classes at the same school as the troupe presenting the IEs.  Home school students may be included in the troupes IEs if those students reside within the boundaries of that school.  Any exceptions must be made to the State Director.

Remember that Student Directors are not allowed to use either one of the two musicals above for their scene work.


     Each January the district schools participate in a one act play festival held at the University of South Florida.  This is a two-day festival.  You must be a thespian OR in the competition play to attend the one act play festival.  You miss two days of school on school business for this event.  You are required to complete a packet of play critiques that is turned in at the end of the festival.  You must be in the comprehensive theatre class to be in the competition play.  


     The State Festival is held in Tampa each spring.  We do stay in a hotel for this event as the days are very long.  At this festival, students participate in workshops, compete in one act plays and individual events (you qualify by going to districts) and watch mainstage evening productions.  It’s a very worthwhile learning experience and great fun. 


Acting 1- IV -  Course Description:  The student will be introduced to the foundations of acting through the use of exercises, assignments, prepared monologue, scene work, play attendance and written assignments. 

 Objectives:
· To enhance the actor’s awareness of his imagination. 

· To introduce the actor to the foundations of acting and character building. 

· To make clear the importance of the skills of observation, concentration, and listening in the art of acting. 

· To aid the actor in the discovery of his own body and voice as acting tools. 

· To enhance the actor’s appreciation of the art of theatre as a collaborative art form. 

· To introduce the actor to basic theatre terminology. 

Voice and Diction - Course Description:  The purpose of this course is to enable students to participate in varied aspects of musical theatre, with special attention to the fundamentals of voice production, stage movement, acting, characterization, dance and technical aspects of a musical production. The student will be introduced to the foundations of musical theatre through the use of exercises, assignments, prepared musical selections, play attendance and written assignments. This class may require, as outlined in the Florida Department of Education Sunshine State Standards, students to participate in extra rehearsals and performances beyond the school day.

· Scenario development 
· Audience etiquette 
· Career opportunities 
Stage Makeup - Course Description:  The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop knowledge and skills necessary for the correct use of make-up in theatrical productions.       

Objectives:

· Functions of makeup 

· Theatre terminology and technical vocabulary 

· Historical developments 

· Tools and materials 

· Design principals 

· Procedures and application techniques 

· Hygiene and health concerns 

· Analysis 

· Career opportunities 

Comprehensive Theatre - Comprehensive Theatre is our COMPANY class.  You must be recommended for OR audition to get into the class.  This class is a production-oriented class and after-school participation is mandatory.  Underclassmen MUST be registered in an additional theatre course to qualify for Comprehensive Theatre.  Seniors (who have been in a theatre course in previous years) may take Comprehensive Theatre without being registered for another class.  All production personnel for each production will come from the Comprehensive Theatre class.  The competition play each year will be cast and produced through this class.  
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Each year, the theatre department hosts an awards ceremony.  This is a public event.  All theatre students, their parents and invited guests are welcome to join in our celebration of the year.  Awards are open to all students, not just thespians.  The only awards that are limited to thespians are thespian-specific awards.  Examples of awards given each year are:

Auditions will be announced in class, on the website, over the intercom during homeroom and on the call board/stage door.  It is your responsibility to know when auditions are occurring.  Some auditions are limited to certain classes.  Other auditions are open to all students at Alonso High School.  Each audition is different so make sure you read the requirements for each audition.  

Most of our auditions are CLOSED AUDITIONS meaning only the person auditioning, the judges and a few students helping with the audition will see your audition.  In some cases, we may have several students who are auditioning read together.  In that case, a pool of candidates is allowed in the audition room.  PARENTS and/or FRIENDS are never allowed to watch auditions.  

The following is a suggested list of ways to prepare for an audition.  Being prepared is an important aspect of any audition.  It shows the director that you are disciplined enough to play a part in the production and demonstrates your interest.  Being prepared also helps you be more confident at the audition.  

· Review all information retrieved from the call board/website, etc.  

· Download a copy of the audition scenes/music from the website.  Try to gain a general knowledge of the characters in the show.  Audition scenes and materials are made available in advance on the web site.  If you do not have access to a computer or printer (all of you do because you can access it in our school media center) you may request a copy from Mrs. Vorreiter at the price of $.25 a page/download.  

· Choose 2 to 3 characters for which to audition. 

· Study the scenes that the director has announced she intends to use in the audition.  Concentrate on the scenes belonging to the characters you have chosen.  Work no possible voices, mannerisms, movements, etc. Try to show your ability to bring life to the character. 

· Rehearse your reading orally until you are confident with your performance.  Look up any words that have unclear meanings or pronunciations.  Be sure that you understand what the character is saying.

· Try your reading in front of another person.

· Be prepared to read/sing other parts.  The director may call on you to read for parts that you hadn’t intended on reading.

· Do not copy someone else’s interpretation of a character. Create your own.

· Try not to be nervous.  Everyone is very supportive and every bit as nervous as you are.  Just relax and do your best.  Remember, even if you are not cast in this show, this audition is great practice for next time.

· If you don’t receive a part, consider working on a tech crew to gain experience and to be around the production process.

· Wear comfortable, non-confining clothes that you can move in, and that you don’t have to worry about damaging.  You may be required to sit or squat on the floor for certain in-class/rehearsal exercises. 

· Wear shoes….NOT sandals, clogs, high heels, or any footwear that impedes movement.

· No horseplay.  This can lead to injuries and is a distraction to our work.  

· Arrive several minutes BEFORE you are scheduled.  Do not walk in the door at start time.  Start time = the time we actually begin work!  

· Leave personal problems/issues outside the stage door so that your problems do not distract from the creative work being done on stage.  

· Come prepared to work with script, music, PENCIL and a positive, respectful attitude.  

· Do not cut or dye your hair or otherwise alter your appearance before a performance until you consult with the director.  

· Leave valuables at home or locked in a locker or car.  A locker will be made available to you in the theatre hallway for $2.00.

· The facility is OFF LIMITS unless a faculty member or designated adult is present.  Students are not allowed in the theatre or makeup/dressing rooms, music rooms, lobby, etc unless there is a faculty member present.  

· You must clean up after yourself.   If you take out rehearsal materials, please make sure you return them neatly to the proper storage area.  Do not leave food or paper lying around.  Please throw away trash.  

· Rehearsals will begin and end at the designated times.  Please make sure you have made arrangements to be picked up at the end of rehearsal.  I promise your parents/ride will NOT have to wait outside for me to finish rehearsal.  I never run over our scheduled time.  I am extremely organized and value my time and the time of others.  Please make sure your ride is there to pick you up at the end of each rehearsal.  

· Rehearsals are always OPEN for parents/family members.  They are not typically open for your friends.  I sometimes allow exceptions for your friends, but not always.  Parents, however, are always welcome.  

· No talking/distractions will be allowed when notes are being given at rehearsals.  Please pay attention to all notes.  Even though a note may be given to a fellow actor, it can help you as well.  

· When your classmates/cast members are performing, please remain respectful.  

· If you ever have a conflict with a rehearsal schedule, please let the director know at least a week in advance and it can probably be re-arranged to not be an issue.  Time management and organization are key! 

· Weekly performance sheets will be required of cast members who have below a 3.0 grade point average to make sure your participation in the show is not hindering your ability to keep up in your academic classes.  
· Students and/or cast members who are not producing at an adequate level or progressing will be removed from class or a production. This is at the director’s discretion.  
· Students who are hindering the creative process by not respecting fellow actors, the director or the facility will be removed from the program.

The purpose of Friends for Alonso Theatre (FAT) is to provide financial and volunteer support to the Alonso High School Theatre Department teachers, students and actors for performances and productions presented to Alonso High School and its community.

     The purpose of FAT is intended to increase the involvement of the community that Alonso High School serves.  FAT will help raise funds that will improve and support the presentation of theatrical performances at Alonso High School and/or to promote activities of the Alonso High School Theatre Department.


     FAT will assist the staff in providing volunteer assistance that would support the presentations and performances of the Alonso High School Theatre Department. 


     It is not the purpose of FAT to interfere with the selection of actors, presentations, or activities that are the sole responsibility of the teaching staff of Alonso High School.


     FAT should derive its members from parents of students, students, interested community individuals and past parents or students of Alonso High School.  All participants must acknowledge the purpose and responsibility of the administration, staff and those rules and policies governing the students and staff of Alonso High School and the policies of the Hillsborough County School Board.


     FAT can help in fund raising, publicity, and volunteer assistance to increase participation, attendance, and awareness of the Alonso High School Theatre Department and its programs and activities. 


There are several scholarships available for theatre students each year.  Our students have been very fortunate to be the recipient of many of these scholarships.  Each year, our district Thespian organization gives a scholarship to a district Thespian based on talent.  In the 7 years we have been eligible to audition for this scholarship, an Alonso student has won the scholarship 4 times!  

Some scholarship opportunities are:

DISTRICT 9 THESPIAN SCHOLARSHIP – must be a senior and a member of thespians.  Our school may nominate only 4 students a year.  To be eligible, you must enroll in a post secondary institution to study performing arts.   Audition takes place in January/February

STATE THESPIAN SCHOLARSHIP – available for seniors who attend the state festival.  Must be a thespian to audition.  Audition takes place in April.

NATIONAL ARTS RECOGNITION SCHOLARSHIP – video-audition submisson; must be a senior.  Submission due in the fall of your senior year.  

RUTH ECKERD HALL TALENT SCHOLARSHIPS – given in various fields. 
CHANTAL VARGA MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP – exclusive to Alonso High School; awarded to an Alonso Theatre Senior each spring.  See webpage for specific guidelines. 

In addition, performing arts programs at various schools give their own talent based scholarships.  

Scholarship opportunities will be posted on the website throughout the year.

Mrs. Lisa Vorreiter knew since middle school that she wanted to be a high school drama teacher. She received a theatre scholarship to attend the University of South Florida. At the time, USF did not offer a theatre education program so on top of theatre courses, she also had to take courses to earn a degree in English Education, the only degree at the time that would open the door to teaching high school theatre. Mrs. Vorreiter has been teaching theatre and dance in Hillsborough County for 21 years.
